 "close to a lizard.” Plesiosaur type was a predatory marine reptile. This reptile lived during the early Jurassic time 200 million years ago. The length of it was 8 feet or even more. His teeth were very vulnerable because they didn't have a tough side. 

Next, this animal had a very common diet, which was small sea animals. His habitat was in the oceans in Europe. It's believed that the plesiosaur's eggs were laid the same way that turtles do now. They didn't chew their food, even though they had very sharp teeth. They only caught it. Plesiosaurs were probably the first reptile fossils to be seen by scientists.

Last, scientists now predict that their long necks couldn't bend because of the way they were built. The plesiosaur was 4.5 meters, which is 15 feet tall. Did you know that the plesiosaur was a carnivore lizard? "He ate meat.” Scientists compare it to a snake threaded through the shell of a turtle, but plesiosaurs had no shell.
