Recently, Linn Vernon, Rockand Gem’ s Managing Editor, sent a notioc

that had show listings with Rock and Gem in 2008. It announced that, starting in 2009, show announce-
ments will appear only on the Rock and Gem web site. Furthermore, club listings will not be automati-
cally carried over from the previous year. Each club must send a new announcement every year. Rock
and Gem will send an update notice to each club which had a listing the previous year.

There are only three rules for getting your listing posted:
(1) Clubs must send their complete listing as they wish it to appear.

(2) The following information must be included: club name; mailing address; phone number; web site
address (if any); e-mail address (if any); and the city and state in which your club meets.

(3) The listing information must be either e-mailed to editor@rockngem.com, or mailed to Rock n
Gem Listing, PO Box 6925, Ventura, CA 93006-9899.

NOTE: Without your mailing address, Rock and Gem cannot send you update notices. You may re-
quest that the address not be published.

The listings will be updated on January 1, 2009.

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E HOW TO USE THE AFMS FUTURE ROCKHOUNDS OF AMERICA |
E MERIT BADGE PROGRAM |

Here are answers to four questions | often re-
ceive about the AFMS Future Rockhounds of
America (FRA) merit badge program.

How Does the Merit Badge Program Work?

The program consists of an FRA Membership
Badge, 15 Merit Badges (Rocks and Minerals,
Earth Resources, Fossils, Lapidary Arts, Collect-
ing, Showmanship, Communication, Field Trips,
Leadership, Earth Processes, Earth in Space,
Gemstone Lore and Legend, Stone Age Tools and
Art, Gold Panning and Prospecting, and Rocking
on the Computer) and a Rockhound Badge for kids
who earn six of the 15 Merit Badges.

A 155-page guidebook describes and outlines
requirements for each of the 15 Merit Badges.
There are 85 activities from which to choose, or
about a half dozen activities per badge. Kids are
required to complete only three activities to earn
any particular badge. Checklists in the guidebook
make it easy for youth leaders to sign off on activi-
ties as junior members complete them. In addition,
brief back-up pages and suggestions help leaders
to guide their kids through each activity.

The guidebook is available both in hardcopy
format (photocopied) and on the AFMS web site
(http://lwww.amfed.org/fra/meritbadge.htm). To
save on costs to the program, which is being pro-
vided entirely free, | encourage you to download a
copy of the guidebook and its checklist sheets from
the web. If this is not possible, contact me for a

copy.
How Do | Sign Up the Kids in My Local Club?

This program is for clubs with youth members
enrolled in the AFMS Future Rockhounds of Amer-
ica (FRA). To enroll your kids, contact me. Either
call me at (805) 659-3577, or e-mail me at
jbraceth@roadrunner.com. All you need is a
group of kids (up to age 18), a sponsoring club, a
key contact person, and an application to FRA.
(An application form follows this article.) Your club
must be affiliated with the AFMS. The number of
youth is not important. You can have as few as
just one or two, or as many as you can handle!

How Do | Order the Merit Badges?

The Merit Badge Program is fairly new, so we
don’t have enough histor
for badges. Because of
bution of badges centralized, at least until we de-
velope more history.

For budgetary reasons, we can order only lim-
ited quantities of badges at a time. Thus, rather
than sending bulk quantities of badges to local
youth leaders and exhausting our supply, | ask that
local leaders at individual clubs send me requests
as individual badges are earned.

How to go about this? You should make multi-
ple copies of the activity checklists that are in-
cluded in the merit badge guidebook. For each
child, check off activities as they are completed.
When at least three activities are checked off for
any one badge, both the child and the youth leader
sign the checklist, write in the mailing address of
the youth leader, and send it to me: Jim Brace-
Thompson, AFMS Juniors Program Chair, 7319
Eisenhower Street, Ventura, CA 93003. [
the information and send the badge.

The habitat of the Rockhound is diminishing at an
astounding rate. More and more of its free roam-
ing areas are being gobbled up each and every
day by the changing legal environment. Soon, the
range of the Rockhound and its offspring, the Peb-
ble Pup, will become so diminished that extinction
will be imminent.

As the environment changes, the ecosystem of the
Rockhound is slowly being replaced by the ecosys-
tem known as “Wildernes
dead zone for the Rockhound and its Pebble Pups.
Soon they will go the way of the Smilodon, the
California Grizzly Bear, and the now extinct Nauga,
which was hunted late in the last century for their
hides, which were used exclusively in the creation
of the Bean Bag Chair.

What can be done to save the ecosystem and the
free range habitat of the endangered Rockhounds
and Pebble Pups? We can do a lot if we band to-
gether and take action now, before it is too late.
We need to review all the facts, formulate a plan,
distribute the plan, and then execute the plan by
contacting all of our elected representatives with
our facts, figures and recommendations for saving
the ecosystem of the Rockhound.

Currently before Congress are four new wilderness
bills, and one bill that will make some fossil collect-
ing and ownership a federal crime.

The California Wild Heritage Act and the Eastern
Sierra and Northern San Gabriel Wild Heritage Act,
if passed by Congress, would reduce the ecosys-
tem of the Rockhound, just in California, by around

3.26 million acres of new wilderness habitats.

The Paleontological Resources Preservation Act,
when passed by Congress, will make the collecting
and ownership of vertebrate fossils found on public
land (BLM, USFS, and State land) a federal crime,
punishable by fines and/or imprisonment.

There needs to be allowances for the collecting,
ownership, and public display of these vertebrate
Jossills b)évtneia@ﬂeuriccglgctgr with ut the, fer?r oL s
criminal prosecution or civil legal action. " We all'un-
derstand that
be preserved for all to enjoy, but the collection,
ownership, and public display of smaller finds of
non-significant, nondescript vertebrate fossils
should be allowed in the legislation.

If we do not get involved and take a proactive ap-
proach, the above legislation will become law, and
the Rockhound and Pebble Pup will become ex-
tinct, just like their ecosystem and free range habi-
tat.

So what can we do? First read the proposed legis-
lation and determine the effect of the legislation in
your collecting areas. Inform all of your club mem-
bers of the urgency of this legislation. Formulate a
response with recommendations that are attain-
able. Write letters to your elected officials and pre-
sent your case and points. If we do not make our
voices heard, we will loose the battle of the Rock-
hound and we will become extinct. We can make

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FOSSIL NOTES ABOUT RECENT PUBLICATIONS
by Cecilia Duluk, MWF Paleontology Chair

Even the semi-serious fossil collector may like
the following book, the paperback version of which
has recently been added to the University of Chi-
cago Press publications list. lts title, Fossil Eco-
systems of North America , may sound a bit off-
putting, but if, like many casual collectors, you
have "a few" fossils from such classic American
localities as Mazon Creek, lllinois, the Green River
Formation of Wyoming, the Florissant, Colorado,
fossil beds, and so on, you may find this book an-
swers many of your questions about the fossils
from these localities.

Or, if you are fascinated, as | am, with the
strange creatures of the Burgess Shale, and/or
with the flies and spiders found in Dominican Am-
ber, this 288 page book, with its 258 color plates,
brings these localities into clear focus, placing each
into its proper stratigraphic and evolutionary devel-
opment in the Geologic Time Scale of the world.

in California, with their Ice Age animals and, the
Hell Creek Formation in Montana, with its dino-

saurs and egg shell fragments, and so on.

The "guides" are clearly and coherently written
and richly illustrated. There are also added bo-
nuses that describe the history of the research at
each site, and cite other localities with the same
fossil types and times. Last but not least, the au-
thors put together a fairly complete list of museums
which have specimens from one or more of the lo-
calities (although they miss a few smaller reposito-
ries), and even have suggestions for "contacts" for
visiting some sites.

The paperback book is Fossil Ecosystems of
North America by John R. Nudds and Paul A.
Selden, and is available from The University of
Chicago Press, 1427 East 60th Street, Chicago, IL
60637.
